FEATURES OF TEACHING ADULTS A FOREIGN LANGUAGE

Abstract: This article examines the features of teaching a foreign language to adult learners. The
necessary pedagogical conditions for the productive learning of a foreign language by adults are identified,
and aspects of solving this issue are determined.

Key words: foreign language, adult learners, linguistic experience, motivation, pedagogical conditions,
“competence-based” approach,

In our time of globalization of society, expansion of international relations and cooperation with other
countries in the field of politics, economy and culture, a large number of adults feel the need to learn
a foreign language in order to become a participant in international activities and communication. Despite
this, many adults have difficulty learning a foreign language. Knowing and taking into account some of the
features of teaching a foreign language to adult learners will help optimize the educational process and use
methodological techniques as efficiently as possible.

According to psychologists, logical memory improves with age, but short-term memory worsens.
A favorable factor is the interconnectedness and coordination of functions, which compensates for
individual shortcomings [1]. For example, the accumulated experience, well-developed logical thinking will help
to replenish the volume of short-term memory. Linguistic experience can demonstrate both negative and
positive effects on learning efficiency. Lack of knowledge in the native language can make it difficult
to understand and master grammatical and lexical structures.

Also, motivation plays an important role in adult education, which encourages a person to take action,
mobilizes his internal energy and directs his actions and actions.

When working with an adult audience, attention is required to the personality of each student, taking
into account his social role. To create suitable comfortable conditions for increasing the speech activity
of students, it is necessary to strive for natural and informal communication, which is characterized
by responsiveness, participation and direct attention to the interlocutor. The tone should be interested and
trusting.

In addition, to create emotional comfort for students in interpersonal relationships, one should take
into account not only the level of language proficiency, but also the age of the group members. Students
should be evaluated, corrected, and rewarded for success and effort.

Following A.V. Ballast [2], it is possible to identify several pedagogical conditions for the effective
teaching of a foreign language to adults. According to many scientists, the main differences between
an adult learner are as follows:

1. An adult student is an independent and self-governing person who has life experience, including
learning.

2. Each adult student has his own specific motivation for learning a foreign language, which, most
often, is associated with his professional activity.

3. The adult learner tries to immediately apply theoretical knowledge in practice in everyday and
professional life

4. An adult learner has fairly high requirements for the quality of education and its results.

Based on all of the above, the main pedagogical principles in teaching. the adult group of students are:
individualization, reliance on experience, the principle of joint activities, the practical orientation of training,
the role of the teacher in organizing training, providing advice and the necessary quality knowledge.

Many psychologists identify eight important features in adult learning.

1. Adult learners should be motivated to learn. Their learning will be effective only if they have a strong
desire to master new skills and abilities. Motivation cannot be imposed, but it can be stimulated from the
outside.

2. An adult learner will study only what they consider important and necessary for their application
in practice.

3. Adult learners learn by doing. If they have the opportunity to apply the knowledge gained in practice,
consolidate it, repeat it regularly, then the new knowledge will hold out longer than with “passive” learning.

4. Adult learners should be guided, not “evaluated”. Many of them are critical of themselves, their
abilities, so they can be negatively affected by competition for fear of public condemnation [3].

Interpersonal interaction is one of the most important conditions for the effective and successful
teaching of a foreign language to adults. Taking into account the psychological characteristics
of interpersonal interaction improves the learning process and leads to the most effective adult learning.

| believe that for the successful teaching of a foreign language to adults, constant interaction between
the student and the teacher is necessary at all stages of the educational process from planning to results.

Thus, we are talking about a “competence-based” approach, which implies the formation and
development of different competencies, the creation of opinions, relationships and the desire to develop. All
of these goals meet the expectations of the adult learner.

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The effects of the noise on young schoolchildren

Abstract

The article illustrates the effects of noise on the performance of young children in primary schools.
Key words

Noise, primary schoolchildren, internal and external noise, acoustics

The classroom noise is what every teacher finds irritating in his teaching years although what makes
the class is noise. Many teachers are challenged by the misbehaving learners especially in the primary and
secondary schools. In the comparison with adults, children and teenagers tend to make more noise during
the lessons. Indeed it is good if learners make noise as they are deeply immersed to the lesson.
To illustrate, discussions and debates cannot be taken place without noise, which is called useful noise.
In teaching languages noise makes sense since it is the sign of the teacher’s endeavors to encourage
learners interact more. The more language learners are exposed to communication, the more efficient the
classroom becomes, and the more quickly they absorb the language. Therefore it is evident that language
instructors and learners both can benefit from the very concept “noise”.

Researchers in the Department of Psychological Sciences, University of London, London, United
Kingdom had a survey on whether noise can boost the creativity and the results of the survey revealed that
there were no conditions where noise promoted children’s creativity. In fact, they checked the creativity
of young people both in silence and in noisy atmosphere. However, some side effects of noise were
observed, in particular the children who had the low selective attention, performed most poorly in the
presence of noise. [1] This means teachers should be careful to arrange the special noisy stages
of lessons because a certain group of children’s performance may remain risky. Therefore noisy activities
seem quite more critical.

Another point what has been recently investigated by Picard and Bradley came to the conclusion that
exposure to noise during the class has detrimental effects on different abilities of young children. They
investigated the effects of noise on the literacy, performance, mathematics and memory when high cognitive
processes were involved, such as, reading, problem-solving tasks and particularly memory was the most
affected. [2]

In general, the noise is attributed to internal and external sources. The internal source is the noise
created by students and external noise is normally caused by other sources including traffic and
transportation, industrial sources, people outside the classroom. Another well-reputed noise is the rainfall
noise which comes from the roof of classrooms. The survey conducted by Shield and Dockrell to find out
major noise sources revealed that the main source of noise was cars outside 86% of the schools
in London, 54% of schools also suffer from the noise of aircrafts. In addition, lorries (35%) and buses
(24 %). [3] T his explains the common situation in schools which are situated in urban areas.

Regarding the internal noise, there are other contributive sources to noise effects. They are teaching
equipment, such as computers, projectors, elevators, air-conditioners and so on. However, the dominant
source of internal noise is the noise of children themselves; in many cases the walls of classrooms
at schools are vulnerable to transmit the noise, which results in others classes and learners being affected
by the noisy activities of the other class. [3] Indeed main role of teacher and student interaction is to deliver
and receive the necessary information and then this function is impaired because of the noise.

The younger the children are, the more they are affected by environmental noise as a matter of the

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fact that their auditory abilities do not reach the normal level till their teenager years. This maintains the idea
that young children are more susceptible by the acoustic features of the classroom. What is more, 40%
of children at primary schools have some sort of hearing impairment to listen to their peers and teachers
because of diseases, infections. [4] Therefore, these children are easily distracted by noise and they are
challenged in their studies.

There is a significant comparison between quiet and noisy classroom settings. The children’s
performance decreased when they were distracted by noise while in quiet classroom they perform better
at intelligibility tests. [5]

From the experience | had, | came to the mind that the main negative effect of noise is impairment
of speech understanding. Noise not only distorts the flow of information from teacher to child, but also
makes it difficult for him to communicate with classmates. Reverberation times that are too long have the
same negative effect on speech comprehension as noise. The speech signal is “blurred”, because of which
its quiet components are perceived more difficult or not at all. Due to the long reverberation time, the noise
level automatically rises as the sound field is hardly attenuated by total reflections. Noise and reverberation
worsen speech understanding in children more than in adults, because the ability to understand speech well
in difficult conditions is fully developed only in older adolescence. The younger the child, the worse
he understands speech in difficult acoustic situations and this is especially true for elementary school
students. Another group of children who have special difficulties in understanding speech in noise and
reverberation are children for whom the language of instruction is not native. For example, in Germany today,
about 8% of children of foreigners study in primary school. Obviously, this is the same case in Uzbekistan.
Most of the Uzbek-speaking families want their children to study in the classes in which the education
is delivered in Russian. Overall, it can be expected that the effects of noise double in such classrooms
where children face language problems and distractors to concentrate at the same time.

Educators also suffer from poor classroom acoustics. Of the more than 1,000 respondents, 75%
cited noise as one of the main negative sources. Teaching in noisy rooms with reverberation can lead
to increased vocal stress, resulting in increased fatigue and voice impairment. Those who teach
in acoustically unfavorable classrooms are more likely to get sick.

Hay measured the noise levels during various lessons in 7 schools and concluded that more
experienced teachers are better at handling classroom noise. In their lessons noise levels are quite lower. [6]

It is evident that noise has a strong impact on the performance of children who study at primary
schools. They are not only mentally affected but they are also emotionally disrupted by noise. Chronic noise
and exposure lead children to fall behind the curriculum and get annoyed. Researches show that the levels
of typical noise in the classrooms are quite high due to external factors but mostly classroom activities.
Although there are certain standards for classroom acoustics, it is still unknown which level is the most
applicable.

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LINGUISTICS OF THE ENGLISH LANGUAGE AND ITS STRUCTURAL
COMPONENTS

Abstract: The article says that language stands out among other phenomena of reality. Some
branches of linguistics are listed.

Key words: linguistics, English, student, teacher, higher educational institution.

In learning any language, it is important to pay attention to a number of its components. This also
applies to linguistics. The term linguistics comes from the Latin word lingua, which means “language.” Hence,
linguistics is the science of language. It provides information about how language stands out among other
phenomena of reality, what are its elements and units, how and what changes occur in the language.
Linguistics of the English language examines the structures and patterns of a given language, its functioning
and development, and also compares with other languages to identify connections with it.

Linguistics is general and specific. General Linguistics — examines, explores and compares all the
languages of the world as a whole. Private linguistics considers only one specific language. In our case,
English. Linguistics is subdivided into scientific linguistics and practical linguistics. Most often, linguistics
means scientific linguistics. Linguistics is part of semiotics as the science of signs. This means that
linguistics is a generalization of all the sciences about language. Phonetics, grammar, vocabulary, stylistics
and others are its branches. It is impossible to list everything that linguistics includes. Some sciences are
so closely intertwined with each other that their differences are blurred, they can be subsidiaries of several
other sciences at once.

Speaking about grammar, for example, we can clearly say that it has two subsections: morphology and
syntax, which, in turn, have their own branches. They are all parts of linguistics. Language is not given
to a linguist in direct observation, only facts of speech or linguistic phenomena are directly observed, that is,
speech acts of native speakers of a living language together with their texts or linguistic material.

Linguistics includes observation; registration and description of the facts of speech; putting forward
hypotheses to explain these facts; formulation of hypotheses in the form of theories and models that
describe the language; their experimental verification and refutation; predicting speech behavior. Explanation
of facts is either internal through linguistic facts, or external through physiological, psychological, logical
or social facts.

Empirical linguistics obtains linguistic data in two ways. First, the method of experiment is to observe
the behavior of speakers of living dialects. The second way: operating with philological methods, collecting
materials from written languages and interacting with philology, which studies written monuments in their
cultural and historical ties.

Theoretical linguistics examines linguistic laws and formulates them in the form of theories. It can
be either descriptive (describing real speech) or normative (indicating how “one should” speak and write).

The language studied by a linguist is an object language, and the language in which a theory
is formulated is a metalanguage. The metalanguage of linguistics has its own specifics: it includes linguistic
terms, names of languages and linguistic groups, systems of special writing (transcription and
transliteration).

Meta-texts are created in the metalanguage — these are grammars, dictionaries, linguistic atlases,
maps of the geographical distribution of languages, language textbooks, phrasebooks, etc. We can talk not
only about languages, but also about language in general, since the languages of the world have much
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in common [1, 37]. Private linguistics studies a single language, a group of related languages, or a pair
of contacting languages. The study of the common features of all languages empirically and deductively, the
general laws of the functioning of the language, the development of methods for studying the language
is engaged in general linguistics. Its part is a typology that compares different languages regardless of the
degree of their relationship and draws conclusions about the language in general. Monolingual linguistics
is limited to the description of one language, but it can single out different linguistic subsystems within it and
study the relationship between them. Diachronic linguistics compares different time slices in the history
of language. External linguistics describes language in all the diversity of its social options and functions.
Internal linguistics regards language as a homogeneous code, where the description can be oriented
towards written and spoken language; can be limited only to the “correct” language or take into account
various deviations from it; can describe only a system of laws operating in all varieties of a language
or include rules for choosing between options depending on non-linguistic factors. This means that
linguistics is the science of language.
